At Day-
tona, me and Phil Schilling must have said
that to. each other a hundred times; at
the frack. in the motel, at Denny's over
coffee and apple pie. We'd discuss Reno
teoni's 750 Ducati Super Sport, Ed Tur-
janica’s 750 Kawasaki H2, John Long's
750 Norton. We'd talk about their bikes,
how well they were likely to be ridden and
their:chances of staying together for the
duration of the race. We'd weigh their
strengths against ours and then one of
us: would say, ''You know, | like ‘our
chances.”

We had come to Daytona in March of
1975 with a motorcycle we thought would
be highly . competitive ‘in" the ‘AMA’s new
750cc Production class. The year before,
the AMA had offered Big-Bore Production
and Small Bore Production. Yamaha 350s
won the little ‘class ‘and Kawasaki Z-1s
and R90S BMWs won the big class. Over
the winter-a 750 class had been added
for the ostensible benefit of those people
with Honda Fours and Kawasaki Threes
whose hopes had been transmuted into
grumbling sourness by the 900cc bikes.
Qur machine, a 750 Desmo Ducati Super
Sport, had campaigned from the begin-
ning of the 1974 season to the end, giving
a good account of itself in the CMC and
AFM local races and demonstrating ade-
quacy .if not inspiration “in the ‘Laguna
Seca'and Ontario ‘Nationa! ‘Production
races. We had heard of the AMA’s 750
class just as we were in the middle of
building a 926cc engine for the Duck. The
big motor wasn’t coming along too well—
we couldn’t find piston rings that would
seal ‘properly—and when the 750 class
was announced we went back 1o stock
cylinders and pistons ‘and began to do
some drag slrip testing.

The drag strip is a nice place ‘to do
development work on an engine, because
you can get direcl and absolute informa-

tion uncomplicated by the dynamometer’s
conversion factors or the dynamometer
operator's concepls of performance. The
engine had been lightly modified the sea-
son betore. We had tried cut-down Har-
ley-Davidson'42mm intake valves in place
of the standard 40s,'and Jerry Branch had
done the port work. The engine had run
with ‘absolute: reliability: during “the 74
season—it never stopped during a single
race—butthen again it wasn’t capable of
doing business against the 900 BMWs or
Z-1s,'so we decided to trade some relia-
bility for a taste more performance.

Schilling's own Desmo Super Sport had
come out of the crate with funny-looking
rocker covers, crowned higher than mine
for more rocker clearance. A look under
the bevel-gear covers revealed cams with
blotches of ‘pink, blue .and white paint;
closer ‘inspection showed ‘the cams to
open quicker, move the valves further (by
.050-in;) and keep them open {onger. But
before ‘we installed  similar. cams in my
engine, we ran the bike at the drags with
standard cams. The times (with Daytona
gearing) were . encouraging: 12.19-
109.89mph,the -engine  peaking at
9200 rpm in the speed traps in third gear.
| was satisfied.

Schilling wasn't. “Look,” he kept say-
ing, "'these trick " pink-white-and-blue
cams were designed by Doctor Taglioni.
Doctor ‘Taglioni doesn’t mess around."
(Dr. T designed the 750cc V-iwin engine,
alithe old single-cylinder GP race engines
and was the architect behind Ducali's
stunning victory at Imolain 1972, Schilling
knew ‘who Dr.. T.was before imola, be-
cause Schilling is ‘one of this country's
most committed Ducati freaks. Imola, for
Phil, ‘merely confirmed what he already
knew: that Dr. T was a genius.)

So'a couple of weeks later we went
back to the drags with the double-throw-
down cams and a pair of ported heads

wilh standard-sized valves in them.:Rev-
ving at times well pas! 3800 rpm, the bike
turned 12.06—113.56mph. - We knew we
had a live one. ’

But not just because of the power its
V-twin .engine was making. The big Du-
catis are sprinkied. with spectacular fea-
tures, the mos! arresting of which is the
chassis. i weighs almost 60 Ibs. bare,'is
tabricated from thick-wall steet tubing and
cannot be made to llex.

narrow ‘because of the engine’s V-twin
configuration. The front fork tubes mea-
sure 38mm, and the swing arm is thicker
than your wrist. The Lockheed rear disc
and caliper :and-a pair_of Harry Hunt's
sprayed " aluminum _front . discs provide
more than enough braking area, and the
combination ‘of ‘a Honda CB-750 front
master cylinder and two Lockheed alumi-
num calipers guaranteed exceptional
front brake operation, With its little hall-
fairing and weird-Harold engine the Du-
cali Super Sport may have looked pecu-
liar—but it was, beneath its tripped-out
exterior, a more than proper Production-
class race bike—as it would prove during
the 1975 season.

Production Race, when Phit Schilling and
I discovered exaclly what we had top-
end-wise. Our Desmo Ducati had been
running well in practice ail week long at
Daytona; .on Thursday the speed trap
happened {0 be set up when we hap-
penad to be on the track. What we had,
according to the speed trap, was a Pro-
duction-legal, muffler-,-horn-, ‘headtight-
and alternalor-equipped motorcycle that
had just been clocked at 138.25 mph. The

peaked; if 8800 rpm equaled 138.25 mph,
the bike-was, at 9200 rpm,-cranking out
a top speed. of :about 142 ‘mph. Even
setiling ‘for. 8800 rpm-and 138.25, the
Super Sport was more than 12 mph faster
than the next-fastest 750—which was Ed
Turjanica’'s 126mph Kawasaki H2, It we
iked our chances earlier that week, we
fiked them even better after Thursday. A
12-miph buige is nice to have anywhere;
itis almost insurmountable on a track like
Daytona, even if the competition rides like
Mike Hallwood and 1 ride like Humphrey-
the-Stone.

Before | go any further with this, let me
bring you up to speed on exactly what
a Ducati Super Sport has going for it in
general, and what outs had ‘going for it in
particidar. The Super Sport Uses a variant
of the standard GT-750 chassis. different
only in that it has bracketry for mounting
the disc rear brake apparatus and a
slightly narrower rear section. The bike
comes standard with dua! front disc
brakes, a head fairing (also known as a
half-fairing or a bikini fairing), a different
fuel tank and a rear seal much like the
seat on the 750 Sport. Crankcases, cylin-
ders, and heads are standard GT items,
as are the clutch and transmission pieces.
Only a few parts are tricky, in fact: the
SS crankshaft and rod assemblies are
made out of speciat stufl, and the valve
gear is desmodromic.

There is no doubt that'much of the
Super Sport is rinky-dink. The glasswork,
the eleclricals (particularly the ignition
system), and the standard Scarab front
brake assembly are all made up of com-
ponents that took—and function—poorly.
Decals comae off at the first hint of mois-~
ture, the seat cover is attached with low-

grade fasteners, fhe frontfender, tank and
rear fender are alt.mounted in different
planes and do not line up, and the Mar-
zocchi rear shock ‘absorbers are hardly
up to the task of controlling the bike's
rear-end action. The paint .fades. The
standard front ‘brake master -cylinder
{eaks—usually all over lhe tank. The

Yet the bike's ratty-tatly inconseguen-
tials are Immutably tied to those elements
that make the Super. Sport the most func-
tionally superior motorcycle thal has ever
been produced for public consumption
Ducati doesn 't have a 3 million dollar paint
facitity, ‘or & 1.5 million doliar fibergiass

works. Ducati has Instead a tape-fed 11-
head milling machine that takes an hour
to gnaw one Super Sport connecting rod
into rough shape out of a block of dull,
silver-gold billet. Money normally spenton
decals is spent by Ducati on ‘cam timing
gears; swing arm bushes are more impor-
tant than headlight swilches, chassis ri-
gidity takes precedence over horn joud-
ness, main bearings are fell to be ‘more
critical than ignition system condensers.
Every motorcycle manufacturer allocates
time and money invested:in-a given ma-
chine according to his own'instincts and
interpretation of the market's priorities;
Ducati, with the Super Sport, spent the
dough on deep engine parts and the valve
gear, becguse the bike was designed to
be a no-foolin’ Production Racer—not be
like one. This difference between be and
be like is what defines the Super Sporl.
There aren’t that many special Super
Sport components—but what lew there
are are critically ‘Important. The bike
comes stock with 40mm Dell'Orto pumper
carburetors; as | have mentioned, the
crankshalt is made of steel different from
that used in the GT:and Sport; and the
SS rods, also ‘machined from special
metal, are highly polished and have a pair
of reinforcing ribs running around the big
end. The crank assembly had to be good
tor continuous running at a -sustained
9560 rpm. It is. :
Complementing ‘the crank’s ability to
liva with ultra-high engine speeds is the
valve train’s ability to produce it. Des-
modromic valve gear is initially terrifying
in its complexity and ullimately time-con-
suming in its maintenance. But it's really
not that big a deal. Each head-located

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intake and an exhaus! valve. The valves
each have a groove cut in their stems,
much like the retainer groove in a normal
spring motor valveThe cam has four
fobes. The two intericr lobes operate
conventional rocker arms, the ends of
which bear on the tops of the valve stems
and open them. The two exterior lobes
work in concert with the interior lobes:
operaling agains! inverted rocker arms,
the ends of which bear against adjusters
attached to the valve stem with semi-cir-
cular hardened wire retainers, these lobes
pull the valves closed. It's really ‘quite
straightforward and logical: the pain
comes when the system has to be ad-
justed, which requires the engine 1o be
removed from the chassis and the heads
from the engine, and new adjusters in-
stalled which have to be emery-papered
to the proper dimension. (Clearance on
the openers is maintained at .006-inch;
closer clearance is nil.}

The very first Dr. T desmos were built
in the mid-1950s, before the valve-spring
technology for 15,000 rpm engines ex-
isted. Laler, after the introduction and
success of the four-valve racing Hondas,
the desmo set-up worked well controlling
big, heavy valves in the Ducati 250 and
350 production racing singles. Springs
which would allow high rpm would eat
the cams and rockers, and the heavy
valves refused to follow the cam timing.
Valve float—and tangling the valves—was
just one problem of this refusal to follow
the cam. The desmos provided valve ac-
tion that was more faithful to the cam
design from heel to nose to heel. The
accuracy with which the valves could be
controlled allowed cam lift timing which
would have been otherwise very difficuft
to achieve with valve springs, with atten-
dant spring problems ‘working on heavy
valves. Moreover, the desmo valve ftrain
did not absorb so much power as the
spring-model. The desmo setup provided
a way o get a two-valve engine 1o breathe
well (thanks to the porting, the camming
and the accuracy ol the valve control)
and to operate at high-rpm without crash-
ing the valves and failing.

Our Ducali Super Sport is not stock.
1t's reasonably legal, but it is not stock—
never has been. Much was changed be-
tore Daytona, and much was changed
during the course of the 1975 racing
season. Here are the modifications:

1) To settle down the rear end and to
alter front geomelry slightly for quicker
sleering, 13.2-Inch long S&W shocks with
straight 90-Ib. springs replaced the stan-
dard 12-inch Marzocchis (longer shocks
jacked up the rear end, reducing some
of the bike's radical front-end geometry
and increasing ground clearance).

2) To trim front-end unsprung weight,
a pair of Harry Hunt sprayed aluminum
discs substituted for the cast-iron rotors,
knocking off about nine ibs.~and atumi-
num Lockheed calipers replaced the
stock Scarab pieces.

3) The ignition advance unit was wetded
up and the timing locked at 36 degrees.

4) K-Mart coifs, which cost $6.62, re-
placed the stock coils, and Acce! con-

densers, from a dual-point Chirysler alter-
market system, were altached behind the
horn:to replace the horrible ‘Ducali
stockers.

5) Raised header pipes, originally sup-
plied for Ron Wouod's dirt-track Ducati by
ZDS Motors in Glendale, California, were
added to keep the bike from hanging up
its standard pipes and crashing. (The SS
had tipped over twice in 1974: once lightly
at Ontario and once into Riverside's Turn
9 bollerptate wall, which totalled it. Both
crashes came about as a result of drag-
ging the right exhaust header.)

6) The base surfaces of the cylinders
were trimmed and gaskets instatled to
maintain .028-.030-inch squish clear-
ances.

7) The cylinder heads were flowed and
ported by Jerry Branch, valve sizes
(40mmintake, 36mm exhausi)were stock,
afthough the valves were polished. Stock
guides were replaced by special fonger
ones made up by ZDS, and the intake

manifolds were polished. Camshatts were
the previously-mentioned {mola replica
itemns; intake valve lift was .475-inch.

8) ATF was used in the front fork iegs,
and the spacers on top of the fork springs
were replaced by Honda 350 racing valve
springs.

9) Ducati Super Sport piston rings were
replaced by standard GT rings, and the
piston  clearance (stock Mondial 9.5:1
Super Sport pistons) was set at .0045—
.0055-inch. Ring gap was set at.020-inch.
(Any tighter and the rings would break
even more frequently than normal.)

10) The carburetors’ accelerator
pumps were backed off; main jet sizes
varied between 150s and 1655 (the rear
cylinder had 1o be run a size richer than
the fronl). .

11) Front wheel rim size was stan-
dard—WM3--using a stock Borrani rim.
The rear rim, a DID WMB (3% inches
wide), was laced to the stock hub with
Buthanan heavy-duly stainless spokes

12) Bab Gorsuch of Excello Plating in
Los Angeles re-plated the cam followers
(they had ‘gotten pitted, ‘and chrome
started popping off afler Laguna Seca in
August) and Magnaftuxed the gears,
shafts and shifter forks.

13) The external flywheel, which
weighed about 4% Ibs., was detached
from the primary drive gear and shelved.

14) Ducali 450 clutch springs replaced
the standard springs; clutch plates were
stock.

15) Renold ‘Motocross racing chain
took ‘the place of the stock final-drive
chain. {(We installed the Renold chain
before Daytona because it was lighter
and, we thought, stronger. Later we would
need it because il was narrower.)

16) Champion L55G plugs, gapped al
.030-inch, stayed in the Super Sport for
the entire season, as did Torco 50-Wt,
racing oil.

Daytona went peifectly. ‘Sid Damron
brought our Ducali down in his trailer with

the Butler & Smith West Coast BMWs
(Helmut Kern, Prop.). and the Ducati slid
through a Sunday afternoon tech inspec-
tion with hardly an eyebrow raised. It ran
fike a train all week: Schilling checked
the valve adjustment once {no changes
necessary) and the ignition timing once
(one cylinder had to be advanced 2°). We
freshened up the Dunlop KRB3 rear and
KR84 front tires, scuffed in the new skins,
and went to the line feeling thal all we
really had to do to win the 750 class was
keep from screwing up.

The race was over for the most part
as soon as we had cleared the starting
grid. I got a good launch from the fourth
row and was third (behind Bob Endicot
and Ron Pierce) through the first corner.
Pierce ran off the track in Turn 2 when
he discovered that he had no frontbrakes,
Reg Pridmore, Yvon duHamet and Dave
Aldana (BMW and two Z-1s, respectively)
blew by in the inlield, and the rest was
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a holding action until the end of the
event—which Aldana won ahead of En-
dicott, duHame! and Pridmore. The Ducati
was fifth overall, first 750.

Phil and | both welcomed the AMA's
post-race teardown. It was generaily hetd
in 1974 that the bike had an oversized
engine; it would be so held in 1975 as
well. Walt Fulton Sr. watched as Phil and
t removed the front cylinder head. Work-
ing with calipers and a bore gauge, he
said, "You seem to have about a thou-
sandth of bore wear.” We already knew
that. We asked him to inspect the
mufflers, which he did, and the 40mm
carburetors, which he also did. “Just
fine,”” Wall Fuiton said.

The bike's third and fourth Production
races were local California events: one
at Willow Springs, which the bike won
overall, and one at Orange County Inter-
national, where it was first in the 750 class
and second overall behind Bob Endicott
on the Action Fours Kawasaki Z-1. But
the bike was loose on both tracks. En-
dicolt, who had watched from Turn 3 at
Willow Springs, said, “You know, those
lires are just awful. Your bike is skating
around like a dirt-tracker.” What would
he recommend? "Anylhing'd be better
than what you've got."’. Orange County,
two weeks later, was even worse. Be-
cause the bike was so long and so stitf
chassis-wise, the slides were less scary
than they were discouraging. After
Orange County, | was plenty discouraged.

“‘Goodyear slicks,” Technical -Editor
Jess Thomas said softly.. He had been
saying Goodyear slicks for more than a
year. | had chosen to ignore him. Now
| was prepared to listen. | called Good-
year's Gary Bryson, who sent up a 1381
rear and an 1169 front. Mounted on the
DID WM6 rear rim, the 1381 measured
5.75 inches across. i tit in the swing arm,
but just barely. Riverside was next.

The difference the tires made was
enormous. Instead of getting on the
brakes extremely fate, feeling around for
traction with defensive lean angtes and
taking tight, cramped lines through
corners, the Goodyear slicks made me
ride more like a grown-up. Intolerant of
transitional lean angles, the tires demand
that the bike dive from a straight-up atti-
fude to a full-tilt attitude as rapidly as
possible. And the traction they give exiting
corners is such that the throttle can be
turned on full (at least with a Production
bike) jus! past the apex, which forces the
rider to adhere to classic exit lines. There
is no feeling of hesitancy from the Good-
years; the G-forces fed up through the
chassis are so solid and so reassuring
that the rider experiencing them for the
tirst time has to giggle to himsell. 1 did,
alt through the first two practice sessions.
Bob Endicott came over to our pits just
before the big-bore Production event,
“You're going to win it all,"" he said.
“Nonsense," 1 said. "You're here, and so
is Pridmore.” "Doesn’t matter,” said En-
dicott. “And another thing. The next time
1 tetl you anything about tires, ignore it."”
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The first couple of laps of the race were
easy ones; | had been tfold to give the
tires a chance to warm up before leaning
on them. Endicott, who had been in front,
gave way to Pridmore’s BMW in Turn 9,
and to the Ducati in Turn 1. | tucked in
behind Reg and enjoyed, for the first time
since I've been racing, keeping up with
him. The last thing on my mind was getting
the lead.

But finally, about four laps from the end,
an opportunity presented itsell that was
too good to refuse. | went underneath
Pridmore exiting Turn 1 (a fourth gear
left-hand sweeper) and into the sunshine.
By the end of the race four seconds or
so separated the Ducati from the BMW.

The Goodyear slicks were the final
piece of the puzzle. The chassis, han-
dling, ground clearance and horsepower
had been there from the beginning; the
tires made it all work. Think of it: my best
Riverside lap time pre-slicks was about
1:41. On slicks the bike lurned a 1:37.8.
No amount of engine work would have
produced a comparable speed increase,
and for the rest of the season | considered
the Goodyears to be the bike's finest
hop-up components,

Shortly after the Riverside race | ran
into a kid on a skateboard, and broke my
arm. This street-riding accident kept me
out of the saddle for five weeks.

While the bike was parked we replaced
the slightly shrunken pistons, (clearance
had opened up to about .009-inch) with

long, dusty slide through the rocks and
chunks of asphalt that litter the corner's
outside verger. | broke my hand. | broke
my motorcycle worse. When we brought
it back to the motel parking lot to try to
getit ready for Sunday’s Open Production
race, Schilling knew, and | knew, and
helper Mark Homcheck knew that we had
a huge amount of work in front of us.
Luckily, we had a spare Super Sport in
the truck.

About ten or eleven hours after we
staried, the bike was once again race-
worthy. It had a new fuel tank, new clip-
ons, a new rear brake hose, a straight-
ened headlight mount and brake lever,
a new tachometer and cable, a new front
fender, new fork legs, a new left-side
mulfier, dirt-free . carburetors and ‘a
straightened header pipe. it did not have
a new left shock (which turned out later
to be bent) or a new steering head stem
(likewise). Nevertheless, under the glare
of Suzuki headlights supplied by Rom
Lovil and Jeff Burtt, the 750 SS came 1o
smoking life, was ridden around the park-
ing lot and loaded back in the truck
alongside its now naked companion,

We found to our delight the next morn-
ing that the AMA had scheduled a warm-
up practice session for the 750 and Open
Production bikes. But ours was blowing
a lot of smoke out the feft muffler. A lap
and a half .into the practice session it
fouled a plug. “Oil ring,” said Schilling,
anda bunch of us ripped off the carbs,

a fresh pair of standards, Branch repl. d
a couple of wobbly valve guides, and Mike
Blair at ZDS Motors reshimmed the
crankshaft, which had picked up some
mysterious end-play.

By now we were aiming for the National
Production race at Laguna Seca, sched-
uled for August 3. We tuned up at another
AFM event at Riverside, which the Ducati
led overall until it suffered a flat rear tire
three laps from the end. We bought a
fresh rear tube and instalted it, re-set the
timing, installed fresh rings, adjusted the
valve train, fitted up fresh brake pads and
went up to Laguna ten days before the
race for a day of practice.

The Z-1s of duHamel and Aldana were
there, as were the BMWs ot Fisher and
Pridmaore. Yvon had the fastest practice
fap at 1:18.6. Fisher turned in a 1:18.8,
and the Ducati had a 1:18.8 too. Schilling
and 1 were pumped. For the first time, we
thought we had a chance to win a Na-
tiona! Production race overall.

Laguna Seca is a good Ducati track,
for two reasons. First, low-gear acceler-
ation, where the 900 Z-1s and BMWs are
superior to the 750 Ducati, is called for
only onone corner: 9. Second, the course
is comprised mainly of high-speed, bumpy
turns, which (because of the strength of
its chassis) bother the Ducati less than
any other production bike. Like Riverside,
Laguna is a high-cruising-speed track.

But one corner’s speed wasn't as high
as ! thought it was. On Saturday, towards
the beginning of Production practice, |
just plain leaned it over too far in the
downhilt Turn 7. The bike dragged its rear
brake fever and clutch cover and did a

pipes, at tor wiring, tank and seat,
and swung the engine down. We pulled
off the rear head and cylinder, and found
that all three rear piston rings had turned
into shrapnel. | took the rings off an old
Daytona piston, installed them, and we
buttoned it up and started it. It was per-
fect—except for two oil leaks from the
primary cover, which Phil attended to with
his quick-draw silicon seal.

The bike ran Hawlessly—for a lap and
a half. We had gotten a reasonably good
start, tucked in behind duHamel, passed
a couple of guys on BMWs and Z-1s and
were closing a bit on front-runners En-
dicott, Cooley (on a Pops Yoshimura Z-1),
Pridmore (BMW), Pierce (BMW) and
Fisher (BMW). Then, coming up the hill
towards the Corkscrew, the Ducatli started
running on one cylinder. That was that.

Monday night Phil and | found out why.
The spare Super Sport fuel tank, which
we had stammed on the night before the
race, had a clogged breather vent. Since
the rear carburetor mounts higher than

the front it had run dry first, and the tank .

was venting through it well enough to feed
the front carb. !t was a mistake, Phil.and
| agreed, that would only happen once,

So Laguna, preparation for which con-
sumed my entire vacation, was a bit of
a bummer. But we found out that we were
capable of doing some heavy thrashing
if we had to, and after taking a {en-minute
breather we started getting ready for the
Ontario National, coming up eight weeks
later. Two focal races—both at Ontario—
served as warm-ups. The Ducati won the
first one overall and finished second
overall in the second, a half-bike behind

Steve McLaughtin, now riding for Action
Fours on their bristling Z-1. The Ducati
demonstrated its sheer speed in the sec-
ond Ontario AFM event, running dead-
even with the Action Fours 900 all the
way down the long front straightaway lap
after 1ap after lap. We thought, on the
basis of that, that we were looking good
for the National Production race.

We were looking less good when we
got back to the shop. We removed the
engine and stripped off the cylinders and
pistons and noticed that the right crank-
case insert, into which the timing side
main bearing is pressed, had fractured
radially and was rubbing against the
crank’s flywheel. Sigh, said Schilling, who
had just completed assembly of the short
block. Two weeks before the National he
completely disassembled the block again,
a fresh insert was secured from ZDS and
pressed in by Jess Thomas, the crank was
reshimmed and the short block bolted
back together. | replaced still another
broken ring, adjusted the valves, and set
the timing. With a week to go the bike
was as ready as it had ever been.

At Ontario, in the Big Bore Produciion
race, it was a jel. Once again the Ducali
was gridded behind the 900s, on the out-
side of the fourth row. Alter a particutarly
tusty launch we were third into the first
corner, behind Steve McLaughlin's Z-1
and Gary Fisher's BMW. Reg Pridmore
gotunder me in turn five, and coming onto
the front straight we were fourth overall.
Al the end of the front straight we were
first overall, the 750 Ducati having inhaled
both Butler and Smith BMWs and the
Aclion Fours Z-1. We led overall for the
first couple of laps, the Duck chatiering
heavily through two low-speed infield
corners bu! otherwise, perfect. Stone
perfect.

Yvon duHamel cranked past me on the
tourthlap, and then McLaughlin squeezed
past at the end of the straight. For the
rest of the race duHamel stretched out
his lead, and ! scufiled with McLaughlin
and Wilvert until | ran off the track in Turn
2 and tost their dratt. The Super Sport
finished fourth overall, first 750 by more
than 30 seconds, and comforiably ahead
of the BMWs—which ‘had been under-

geared for Ontario’s long straight. it was,
especially after Laguna Seca, a nice end
{o a season that stretched all the way
back to the previous December

Schifling and | do not know exactly what
to do for the 1976 season. The bike pres-
ently reposes in my office, still intact from
Ontario. We have heard that the AMA is
going to ofter‘a 1000cc Superbike Pro-
duction class for next year, but we do
not know the details. if they do offer such
a class, we plan to bore lhe engine from
80mm to 88mm for a total displacement
of 805cc, freshen up the chassis and
suspension components, re-Magnaflux
the gears and other motor parts and ask
Jerry Branch to do a rethink an the cylin-
der heads.

One thing for sure: whatever we race
nextyear, it'l be a Ducati. Guaranteed. «:
